PERFORMANCE

Port engine runs rough – idles poorly and black smoke from exhaust.  Starboard engine seems okay – cannot perform proper Sea Trial with port engine down on power

REMARKS

1. Port temperature gauge not working.

2. Port carburetor dumping too much fuel – spark plugs fouled.

3. Exhaust manifolds and tailpipes leaking on each engines’ port cylinder bank.

4. Port engine needs rear motor mounts and realign engine.

5. Port outdrive has oil in bellows – may need new upper seal.

ADDENDUM – 10/28/03

Port engine was removed from boat and repaired after successful compression check.  Tailpipes were welded and gaskets were replaced.  Circulating pump was replaced, as were spark plugs in both engines.  Boat is due for follow-up Sea Trial.

The compass was sent out for reconditioning and both power valves were replaced in the carburetors.  All gauges and senders are being replaced with new Gaffrig.
